   Pull vehicles are exempt from this rule.  
 
Rule # 4 No parade participant will be allowed to get off or on the float or entry while on     
the parade route.   
 
A copy of this rules signed by the responsible person in charge of the entry must be in the 
possession of the parade committee before the entry is allowed on the parade route.
